Prelaw

Ohio Northern University’s prelaw
program prepares undergraduates for
law school and guarantees preferential
treatment in admission to ONU'’s Pettit
College of Law. Any major may choose
to participate in the prelaw program.

To do well on the LSAT and in law
school, prelaw students should acquire
a well-balanced education, maintain

a rigorous course load and consult
often with their prelaw advisor. An
education emphasizing critical analysis,
logical reasoning, and written and

oral expression provides an ideal
background for law school.

Many courses meet the criteria set
forth in The Official Guide to U.S.
Law Schools. Students are strongly
encouraged to select specific courses
after discussing their individualized

prelaw program with the prelaw advisor.

Mock-Trial

Ohio Northern played host to the
third-annual Polar Bear Invitational
Mock Trial Tournament. A total

of 46 teams from 34 colleges

and universities in 13 states
participated in the tournament,
with teams traveling from as far
away as California, Florida and
Mississippi to compete.

The tournament consisted of four
rounds, with 23 trials going on
simultaneously in each round.
Each mock trial had a panel of two
judges who evaluated students

on knowledge of case material
and on presentation and litigation
techniques. Teams have to prepare
both the defense and plaintiff
sides of the case, as they are
responsible for trying each side
twice within a competition.

Premedical Sciences

Premedical Sciences

Premedical sciences programs include
premedicine, predentistry, preoptometry
and preveterinary medicine. Ohio Northern
University also offers prephysical therapy,
preoccupational therapy and prephysician
assistant.

Summary of programs

The Premedical Sciences Committee of
Ohio Northern University advises students
pursuing post-graduate placement in
premedical, preveterinary, predental and
preoptometry programs. The committee also
writes recommendation letters, conducts
mock interviews, brings in guest speakers,
provides helpful web-links to medically
related programs and advises students of
internship and scholarship opportunities. Due
to the diverse core courses required prior

to acceptance into these programs, faculty
teaching the prerequisite courses represent
many disciplines.

Premedical students may choose any major
as long as they meet the course requirements
for their desired post-graduate program. The
majority of students are biology or chemistry
majors, but others have chosen engineering,
pharmacy, music, psychology, mathematics
and business majors.

Students are advised to have significant
shadowing experience, have an overall
GPA of 3.5 or better and perform well on
placement exams (with overall scores of
approximately 30 for MCAT, 1200 for GRE,
320 for OAT and 18 for DAT). Data from the

last 10 years indicates that the acceptance
rate for students advised by the Premedical
Sciences Committee is greater than 95
percent.

Prephysician Assistant

This prephysician assistant program in
biological sciences prepares the student for
most graduate-level physician assistant (PA)
programs. PAs are health care professionals
licensed to practice medicine with physician
supervision. The prephysician assistant
curriculum emphasizes anatomy, physiology,
genetics and microbiology and includes
courses in ethics and psychology. A minimum
GPA of 3.0 is required as well as significant
health care experience. There is a 94 percent
acceptance rate since 2000.

Prephysical Therapy and Preoccupational
Therapy

These curricula prepare students for

entry into post-baccalaureate programs

in physical therapy (PT) and occupational
therapy (OT). programs generally require
stronger background preparation in biology,
general chemistry, physics and mathematics
than programs. Psychology and exercise
physiology also are required. Both curricula
may include completion of clinical experience
hours in a PT/OT setting. Course and
admission requirements may vary from
school to school, but an overall GPA or 3.2
is recommended. Students who finish either
curricula are awarded a Bachelor of Science
in biology. There has been a 100 percent
acceptance rate into graduate programs
since 1998.

emphasis programs:

» The mental health emphasis focuses on the
clinical/counseling area of psychology and
introduces students to the etiology, course,
treatment and prevention of psychological
disorders and maladjustments.
