Temporary parking permits are available at no cost if you already purchased a permit. Stop in security
with the year, make, model and plate of the temporary vehicle.

If you move anytime during the year, on campus, off campus, or across campus stop in Security and
update your information. Permits (depending on availability) can be exchanged at no cost.

You can only park in Handicap parking if you have a state issued placard. Speak with your doctor,
temporary handicap placards are available through BMV.
